Guidelines

1. Eligibility for the Salute to Excellence Lifetime Volunteer Award is extended only to
those volunteers who have served as a 4-H volunteer for at least 10 years or more at the
county or state level.

2. Inorder for a volunteer to receive consideration, all completed nomination materials must be
submitted by a nominator, to the State 4-H Office. A volunteer may nominate
himself/herself for this award. Out of the pool of nominations, the State Advisory Board will
select one nominee for the Salute to Excellence Lifetime Volunteer Award. That
volunteer will be recognized at the State 4-H Forum Volunteer Recognition Banquet.
The'nomination will be forwarded to the National 4-H Council. One volunteer will be
selected as the national award recipient, from among all the state nominees.

3. Three letters of recommendation, and a nominee application must accompany each
completed application. A 4-H staff member, 4-H youth participant, another volunteer, or a
parent/guardian must write letters of recommendation. Details concerning the content of the
letters of recommendation, and essay are listed below.
