Quarterly Leaders Meeting Minutes

October 20, 2015
.Meeting called to order by Vice President Bonnie Moore.
Jeri Sawyer handled out a financial report showing a net balance of $7534.86 which included designated scholarship funds of $2831.  Kirk Gresham moved and Peggy Gresham seconded to accept the report.  Members approved.
Previous meeting minutes were not available. 

Missy Cummins provide a Fair report and wanted to make sure that 4-Hers knew that the Fair provided scholarship.  She reported that the Fair had provided the new 4-H is Happening Here signs this year.  She and her family appreciated the support during the fair when her father suddenly passed away and thanked the membership for sending flowers to the service.  The JLA committee is working on evaluating their role as a part of the fair.

Danielle Gawronski gave a presentation on her trip to NW Teen Rally in Snohomish on Oct 3rd.  She reported learning lots of new leadership and communication skills and had a lot of fun.  She will be a part of the team working on Teen Rally when Clark hosts next.
Rachel handed out the Leader Education schedule and said that new leaders are being asked to attend a 3 hour new leader training and then attend 3 of the leader training so that no one was asked to sit through 6 hours at once.  All leaders are asked to attend 6 hours each year.  101 classes have been offered and 200 classes are new offerings.
Missy handed out the Use of the 4-H Clover policy and encouraged leaders with questions to bring any design for her review.

The revisions to the Bylaws that were developed at the last Quarterly were presented for voting.  An additional modification was recommended but the membership decided to handle that in the future.  Steve Bellcoff motioned and Kirk Gresham seconded and the revisions as presented were approved by vote.

Kirk Gresham gave a State Fair report regarding the new events that are being planned for the extended time of next year’s fair.  Currently the project events include robotics, shooting sports, an extra day of cats, an extra day of dogs.  No livestock schedule is available yet.
Marjorie Cavins, chair of the nominating committee, distributed ballots for the Leaders’ Board positions and candidates were given an opportunity to speak about their interests.  While those ballots were counted, the slate of Still Life superintendent positions were voted on by ballot.  

Further discussion was held regarding the State Forum plans and the Cavins gave a report of their experience this year.  The Leaders’ Assn send Marjorie to be recognized as our Leader of the Year!  Both she and her daughter, Melissa, had a fantastic time and highly recommend attending.  They both came back very inspired.  Next year will be in Pasco and the 2017 Forum will be hosted by SW District and held at the Great Wolf Lodge.

Peggy Gresham announced the 2016 Know Your Government topic was the Election process.  She asked that leaders encourage their youth to attend this valuable program which involves 5-6 meetings prior to the conference in Olympia in February (Presidents’ Day weeknd).  Two Clark County youth, Elise Wohler and Icey Lyman, will be Conference Facilitators this year!
Marjorie reported the results for board positions:  Sheila Stuhlsatz, President; Bonnie Moore, Vice President; Steve Bellcoff, Treasurer; Heather LuBean, Secretary.
