Sheep Show Ring at the Grant County Fairgrounds

Don’t miss this opportunity!  Patti Gylling, the goat judge for the Grant County Fair this year, will present a clinic on goat fitting, showmanship, and general information.  Tonia Doyer, project leader for Block 40 4-H, is organizing this clinic.  Please see the information below from Patti so that you know exactly what will be happening and what to expect.  If youth are unable to bring goats, they are still encouraged to come as they can learn a lot through observations of others.  

Informational topics or questions could be based on participant’s projects and experience.  General information about nutrition, management, record keeping, training for the show ring, etc. – about 30-45 minutes.
Fitting goats for show – about 30 minutes

· Why even do it?

· Equipment and supplies needed

· Hoof trimming (if members need or want it)

· Demonstrate different fitting styles for different projects – dairy goat, Pygmy, utility goat for pack, market goat, meat doe

· What to wear (or not wear) – and for your goat, too
Showmanship practice

· Direction to walk and speed

· Setting up each type of goat and YOUR goat to look its best

· All about lines

· Spacing

· Moving around your goat

· Changing sides 

Knowledge and general questions – what you may be asked

· General information about goats

· Anatomy

· Cuts of meat

· Breed characteristics

· Feed – amount, type, etc

· General management and basic veterinary care
I am looking forward to meeting the members and their families on the 29th to give them some basic information about getting their goats ready for your fair and how to fit them, based on the different projects. Then we will practice showing, with ALL members in the ring at once in a non-competitive setting. Older members who don’t want to practice (or leaders) are welcome to share their knowledge too. 

 

This is an opportunity for the members to meet me and learn the specific things I am looking for in the show ring. Other counties (including my own Kittitas County) have different versions of a ‘pre-show’ for livestock members where they meet their judge and learn what to expect at fair.

The kids should bring:

Your ‘clean animal’ – don’t have to be bathed unless being used for clipping demonstration (but you COULD bath – good practice for them and they will certainly dry quickly! This is a good way to check for external parasites)

(
Already bathed and body clipped market goats if you want – clip only ABOVE the hocks and knees   Do not clip the legs

(
Please do NOT bring lice, ticks, or manure

(
Water bucket

(
Lead rope and webbed collar or halter

(
 One or two pounds of concentrate or grain IF you think your goat needs it

(
Any questions you may have – even write them down ahead of time!

Closed toes shoes for anyone handling a goat 

 

Shorts and tank tops are okay if it’s hot – a rare exception of the 4-H dress code!

Serious Help Needed!  Immediate Action is Requested.

Dear 4-H Community.  We need your help.  

The 4-H International Exchange Program is urgently seeking host families for the one month inbound delegates this summer.  For over 40 years the state of Washington has been welcoming Japanese youth and placing them with families around the state.  2014 has been a very difficult placement year and we are asking your help.  This is a wonderful program for our Washington families where they, as an entire household, can “learn by [hosting].”  Please consider hosting and pass this message along.  Delegate profiles may be used in recruitment as well as any part of this message. 

This year the hosting dates are July 24-August 20, 2014.  Families do not need to be 4-H affiliated in order to host.  We do require that they speak English in the home, are open to cultural experiences, complete the screening process and have a youth of the same gender and close in age (10-18 years old) to the visiting delegate.  The screening process involves an application, reference letters, background checks and an in-home interview.

This is a wonderful opportunity for families around the state to experience another culture.  Delegates are here to be submersed in English and experience everyday life in a family setting—not be tourists.  To aid in this, we only place one delegate per household.  There are no weekly classes required or numerous events for families to attend while they are hosting.  Delegates also come with their own insurance, spending money and do not need their own bedroom.  There are also Japanese adult chaperones placed throughout the state to assist in any issues that may arise.  Many past delegates enjoyed attending the local county fairs with their families and have marked this as one of their most memorable experiences.  Do not let participating in fair deter you from this great opportunity!   

Several of the delegates will be attending 4-H Camp at Camp Panhandle in Shelton during their visit.  Host siblings may also attend the camp (space permitting) and transportation to Shelton may be able to be arranged.  

Hosting is a wonderful opportunity to experience our world through hospitality.  Participants enhance their communication skills, global citizenship, build confidence and learn about themselves in a way few other experiences can offer.  Please spread the word and consider hosting.  We must find homes for all these delegates as soon as possible.  They come in less than two weeks.  

WHO—willing families with youth age 10-18, involvement in 4-H is not required
WHAT—4-H International Inbound Exchange Hosting Opportunity
WHEN—July 24-August 20, 2014 

WHERE—delegates arrive and depart out of the SeaTac Airport, but they can be placed throughout the state.  We do encourage carpooling.  

WHY—enhance cultural competency, learn something new, experience hospitality, increase global awareness, enrich your summer experience
