Jefferson County 4-H Council Meeting Minutes for June 5, 2017

**Tanya Barnett called the meeting to order at 7:40pm.  US Flag Salute & 4-H Pledge.  Around the room introductions.

**M/S/C to accept the May 1, 2017 Council minutes as presented

**Treasurer’s Report:  (from the Summary page handed out tonight.  There are 5 pages in total each month that are available for anyone to look at.  Contact Tanya to see them.)  Revenue of $42,270.86 – Expenditures of $13,619.88 = Cash Balance of $29,650.98 (Total Fund Balance).  This report will now be placed on file for audit.
**Fundraising/Funding Report: 3 scholarships were given to graduating seniors ($500 each).  Travel & Training Scholarship applications are ready, to be used for up to $50; applicants must show efforts to promote 4-H.  Ferinos Takeover fundraiser to take place on Sept. 25 from 5-8 p.m.  We will use this for 4-H promotion as well as a fundraiser; by attending and buying pizza, Council will receive 20% of the profits that evening.
**Roboctopi 4-H Club (2 youth, 2 adults) presented a video and answered questions about their program.  Very interesting – they went to Worlds [FRC Robotics competition] in April!  There were 400 teams from around the world (representing 20 countries), 40 from WA and OR (the PNW teams united to cheer each other on).  The cross-country and international flavor was a wonderful experience …[one] that shows that it’s okay to be smart and solve problems.  They will be in the 4-H building for fair with their robot.
**Council date changes [from May 1 minutes]:  Our July 3rd meeting will be on July 10th.  Remember – ALL Fair 4-H entry forms and stall fees are due to Tanya July 10th, not July 15th.  AND  our Aug. 7th meeting will be on July 31st, if it is needed.  This means that there will not be an August Council meeting.

**Fair Forms handed out, including still life, animal, releases/chaperone, and exhibit tags.  All forms and stall fees due on July 10 to 4-H Office.

**Fairground work days are July 29 and August 5, from 10 a.m. – 2 p.m.  If members cannot attend those workdays, they should check with Tanya.  Minimum of 8 hours, up to 16 hours.  Family/friends can contribute hours. 

**Pre-Fair Prep days: Danell Mackey said that all 4-Hers are welcome at NW Discovery Lab during the week of July 24-28 from 1-5 to work on presentations, posters, arts/crafts, and more in preparation for fair.  NW Discovery Lab is located at 62 Tanglewood Land, PT (near Cape George). 

**Fruit Sales Fundraiser: Tanya communicated with the fruit broker and they can honor our “black out” dates (i.e., dates during fair when delivery can’t take place): Aug. 10-13.  We sold approximately 600 boxes last year at $5 profit/box.  This year, possibility of doing online ordering.  Do we want to do this again?  …Tanya will set up an online poll for 4-H leaders asking this question.
**CLUB SHARE:   **Golden Clovers is doing well with archery, especially having leaders Dan Long, Rudy Prael, and John Crooks; they use the Gun Club facilities – who now offers FREE membership to all 4-H Leaders; Golden Clovers has recently purchased air riffles from Clallam Co. and the rifle project is up and running; archery youth and leaders also helping/hosting Quilcene afterschool youth once or twice a month.  **Sew and Sews just did presentations to Guardian Ad Litems, YMCA, and Dove House to nominate 1 child to receive 1 doll with 10-12 outfits made by the club’s youth.  **Clover Cut Riders is having a clinic on June 17 for showmanship.  They have a lot of beginners and looking forward to learning.  **Discovery 4-H Club’s photography youth will go to Center Valley Animal Rescue to take pictures to help promote their efforts; also taking portraits for Peninsula Poultry 4-H Club.  **County Mountys is having a Gaming Clinic on June 19.  **Peninsula Poultry is doing the Great Egg Liberation on July 9: gathering up excess eggs from local farms and families, to deliver to area foodbanks on July 12.  **Olympic Reptile 4-H Club is doing a Wildlife Education Fair on June 17 at the Cotton Building in Downtown Port Townsend.
