**Paris Elliott presented a request for a late 4-H Horse Certificate for horse named “Kiss.”  M/S/C Council approved the certificate. 

**Fruit Fundraiser: Discovery 4-H is taking over management of the fruit fundraiser (this was approved by Council Executive Committee in June 2017).  They welcome other, groups (clubs and Councils) in Jefferson and Clallam Counties to help market and receive a portion of proceeds ($2.50 per box).  Purchases can be made online at 4hfruit.com. **Leader of the Year nominations received.  Linda Gately was celebrated as the Leader of the Year for 2017.  The new Leader of the Year will be announced at county fair.

**Celebrate 4-H Annual Awards/Dinner – tentative date set for Oct. 15 at the New WSU Extension classroom, 97 Oak Bay Rd.

**CLUB SHARE:   **4-H Horse Committee camp begins this Wednesday. **Silver Spurs 4-H Club is working on drill team.  **Golden Clovers 4-H’s Air Rifle project: rebuilding rifles, summer schedule – Brett is safety leader so they meet when he is here.  Long-term goal is to work with Kitsap and Clallam County air rifle projects.  **Discovery 4-H’s Photography project: took pictures of Peninsula Poultry 4-H members.  Robotics fundraising is challenging: $1,600 in competition entry fees.  **Wild Clovers Dog 4-H: with sadness, members reported that they started the year with 13 youth but are down to 4.  With only 4 dog project youth, they may not show their dogs at fair this year.  After fair, Meg Amos is stepping down as the dog leader and call the Council to look for another dog project leader.  **Paws-N-Claws 4-H’s Fiber Goats project: Sophie works on a big ranch in OR where she helped to deliver 15 goats in a day.
