PRESIDENT  Tina Anderson called the meeting to order at 6:35pm.  US Flag Salute & 4-H Pledge

M/S/C to approve the Jan. 8th meeting minutes as presented.
TREASURER’S  Report    Revenue of $35,048.75 – Expenditures $5,312.72 = Balance $29,736.03  Report will be put on file for audit.

RECORD  BOOKS    All are now on our 4-H website - Level 1, Level 2, the Alternative RB and the score sheets for Level 1 & 2.  The score sheet for the Alternative RB will be created later, once feedback about the Alternative RB comes in.  Aric Mackey is still working on making the RB’s available so they can be filled out online (and not lost).
Changes to our Jeff. Co. 4-H SCHOLARSHIP need to be approved and put on our website.  Because of these changes, our due date for just this year is May 1st.

Date slots for CLUB  PRESENTATIONS to Council are still available.  Sign up with Tanya ASAP.

4-H FSIK (Fair Service-In-Kind) for the March 17th Community Garage Sale was discussed.  Sign-up sheets passed around.  Clubs with 4-Hers who will still need to do FSIK after the Comm. Garage Sale need to talk to L Hampton ASAP for task assignments.  FSIK is recorded as Community Service in 4-H Record Books.

4-H EXPO & Feather Palooza update – Go online to reserve your free 4-H booth for Sat., 4/14.  We will need to provide our own canopy covers. (that sponsor fell through).  So far P-N-C and the Kitsap Co. 4-H Poultry Club have reserved booths.  Discussion about having 4-H Public Presentations formally inside on the big stage late in day both days or informally outside both days under WSU’s 10X20 canopy.  Sign-up times and judges will need to be coordinated.   Please provide Linda Gately with the names and contact info for anyone who would be willing to be a 4-H Public Presentation judge.

FAIR  FUNDING   One of the “rewording” bills has just passed the House in Olympia.  A fair funding bill, patterned after California’s Fair Funding “system” based on sales tax, will be proposed soon.  A supporting template letter is expected from the WA State Fair Assoc. soon and will be made available to 4-H.

The ROPES/CHALLENGE course training for February was not filled, so will happen in April/May.  A few slots are still open.  Let Tanya know ASAP if you are interested.

4-H FAIR  RIBBONS   The Fair has decided to not pursue a sponsor for 4-H Fair Ribbons.  We need to come to together soon to fill the 4-H ribbon boxes and place our 4-H ribbon order with the Fair Office and consider if the paper we put in our 4-H ribbon boxes for next year’s box filling needs to be revised.

DISCUSSION about 4-H Council making a donation to the fund for the memorial to be put on the fairgrounds in memory of Bill McIntire.  We are in favor of doing this.  Tabled until our March 5th Council meeting.  Individuals and 4-H Clubs/Projects could also make donations.

CLUB  FUNDRAISING    The KYG McTakeover on the 7th raised around $600, mostly from the sale of coupon books.  The Silver Spurs’ car wash on the 10th was a success.  LH shared a paper that she hopes will help make understanding the JoAnn’s/4-H fundraiser easier.  Please continue to shop at the Silverdale JoAnn’s to directly support our Jeff. Co. 4-H Program.
