Training Course, Enrollment Key:  GRANT4H 
Save/Print a copy of the certificate for the Extension Office.

5) Attend a New Leaders Training.  Call your local extension office or Grant County 
Extension (509-754-2011 x4313 or x4312) to inquire about training dates. 
 

6) Create and maintain GivePulse account to record volunteer hours

training.  It is mandatory that all of the above be completed before participating in these 
additional trainings.
